This will ensure the
information is accurate and limit the chance of
being selected for verification).
W2 form(s) if you worked but were not required to
file a tax return.
« Social Security number
Alien registration number (if applicable)
Untaxed income such as child support received,
veterans non-education benefits, workers
compensation.
